Kath Holden, When is a nanny not a nanny?  Home-based child care and professional status in 20th century England.                                               
Speakers will examine religious tensions in nursing and class tensions in home-based childcare and relate them to training available to women working in these fields. The papers will be followed by a discussion on the general theme of the workshop.
Fannie Storr will be talking about religious tensions which blocked the development of nurse training at the Gloucester Infirmary in the latter half of the 19th century and problems that arose when attempts were made to recruit pupil nurses from new religious houses into a hospital with a strong protestant ethos.
Kath Holden (UWE) will analyse class tensions at the Norland Nursing Institute (regarded as the gold standard of nanny and nursery nurse training) and relate them to the employment of nannies in the early and mid twentieth century. Kath will also discuss some life-histories of career nannies in upper–middle class homes and consider the professional and personal status of their relationships with employers and former charges in later life.
