ELLEN MALOS ARCHIVE PROJECT WORKSHOPS
As part of the Heritage Lottery project Ellen Malos Archives there will be a number of free workshops based on Ellen’s collection and material in the Feminist Archive South, to be held at M Shed, the people’s history museum in the centre of Bristol.

The workshops are an opportunity to find out about the things that interest you, with the bonus that you may be inspired to learn something new as you go along. The Feminist Archive South holds material about a wide range of topics including documents relating to the organisation of the Women’s Liberation Movement (newsletters, pamphlets, letters, conference programmes, discussion papers), information about specific campaigns (abortion and reproductive rights, rape crisis, equal pay), around specific topics (women in media, the arts, anti-racism, sexuality, law, labour), as well as numerous publications such as Spare Rib, Outwrite, Shocking Pink and Red Rag. There will be guest speakers and each workshop will be themed around a particular part of the collection or activity. You can attend one of the workshops, dip in and out, or attend all of them.

Although workshops are free to attend, you will need to book your place because spaces are limited. Please contact fa_south@yahoo.co.uk to express your interest. For each workshop there are a number of participation bursaries available for those who need to cover the cost of travel or childcare expenses. MShed is a wheelchair accessible venue. CONFERENCE: A conference on 'Infertility in History, Science and Culture' will be held at Edinburgh University on 3-5 July 2013. The conference features papers from scholars working in several different disciplines, and explores historical and contemporary representations and experiences of infertility across a range of cultures. UWE STUDY DAY The West of England and South Wales Women’s History Network held a study day on Women, Family and the Poor Law at St Matthias campus, UWE on Saturday 1st December. The three speakers covered different time periods and regions. Jan Chivers, an independent researcher, looked at applications for support from the Bath Poor Law in the late eighteenth century, while Moira Martin, UWE, and Megan Doolittle, Open University, explored attitudes to the family and poor relief in the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries in Bristol and Lambeth respectively. By looking at specific cases the papers provided fascinating insights into the complex set of difficulties faced by the poor from the late eighteenth century onwards and were able to trace the subtle changes in attitudes that occurred towards family responsibilities and, in particular, the unmarried mother. After questions on each of the papers there was a round table discussion that focused on the significance of the local context, the relationship between local and central government and the persistence of earlier attitudes into the contemporary social security system                                                             June Hannam

CARDIFF STUDY DAY The study day held at Cardiff University on 23rd February explored the theme of ‘Making Spaces, Finding Voices: Women’s Words and Worlds’. Both speakers were former History Masters students at Cardiff University. Beth Jenkins provided a superb opening with her paper on ‘“Women’s Sphere Extends Beyond Cake and Dusters”: Women, Gender and Public Space in Civic Cardiff, 1870-1914’ which explored women’s participation in civic life in Cardiff from several angles, with a particular focus on public representations of women in public life. Beth placed this case study within the contexts of debates on gender and urbanization, Welsh national identity, female agency, and concepts of public and private spheres. Siobhan McGurk’s paper, ‘“…Full of Graceless Mutinies”: Rethinking Claude Cahun and the Female Bodies of Interwar France’ argued that art history, women’s history, and poststructuralist approaches have not provided an adequate historical contextualisation of the work of artist Claude Cahun. Cahun’s work must be placed in the context of Third Republic understandings of medicine, sexology, and the body.This approach resists foisting ahistorical frameworks upon an unwitting historical subject, and enables a realisation of the extent to which Cahun fashioned her identity from existing and competing contemporary discourses. Both papers problematized the analytic frameworks historians often rely on, but also demonstrated the extent to which certain themes continue to resonate within women’s history.
