STUDY DAY November 2007 UWE

This lively and thought-provoking study day saw two different, yet complementary papers on the theme of ‘Writing History’. Rose Wallis’s paper ‘Feeling and Reason: gender, power relations and writing history’ explored the gender structures which influenced the construction of early modern magistrates’ papers. In the second session Fiona Reid of the University of Glamorgan spoke about her research into notions of masculinity and the treatment of shell-shocked men following the Great War, and about the practical challenges of converting her work into a book. This raised some interesting questions about what we mean by ‘accessible history,’ and prompted a lively discussion of some methodological challenges faced by all historians. In the following round table session there was further discussion of the many practical and theoretical issues that arise when ‘writing history.’

What are the links between politics, the history of feminism and feminist activity today?  Do we still need feminism? What is the significance of International Women’s Day? These were the questions explored at an event to mark International Women’s Day held at the University of Glamorgan and organized by Fiona Reid and Ursula Masson on behalf of WHN. 
Over 40 participants enjoyed a very varied programme. After opening remarks by Christine Chapman, Assembly Member for Cynon Valley, June Hannam (UWE) and Kat Banyard (Fawcett Society) gave plenary talks on the history of feminism and on current campaigns to address inequalities in women’s work and family lives. This was followed by a round table, chaired by Kath Holden (UWE) in which Kim Griffiths (Women’s Aid), Lindsay Hannigan (China Centre), Dilys Jackson (Women’s Arts Association) and Mair Rigby (Mind the Gap) discussed feminist activism today. 
After lunch members of the Feminist Archive of Wales gave a lively presentation about their Women’s History Roadshow which is generating interest in women’s history, as well as leading to the discovery of new sources. The day ended with a screening of the film Zanzibar Soccer Queens when there was an opportunity to discuss the making of the film with its director Florence Ayisi.
