ANNUAL CONFERENCE 2010 REPORT ON WOMEN AS PRODUCERS AND CONSUMERS IN HISTORY’
Sarum College, Salisbury provided a beautiful and tranquil setting for the 2010 conference on ‘Women as producers and consumers in history’. After a warm welcome, the day began with a choice of two strands. Lisa Stead delivered an informative paper on the ‘Fan cultures in British silent cinema’, followed by Gillian Murray’s examination of ‘New perspectives on working women from regional television news in the Midlands, 1955-1980’. At the same time Gill James treated us to a fascinating paper on ‘Women as producers in the English Silk Industry 1800-50’, brought to life by her display of silk and textiles. Unfortunately Cathryn Spence was unable to attend, but we were able to use the extra time for further discussion.

After coffee, Rachel Worth, keynote speaker, gave an absorbing insight into “Fashion for the people: women, clothing and Marks and Spencer.” She traced the development of the store from its beginnings as market stall, to Penny Bazaar, to international retailer, making use of the extensive M & S archive, as well as her own work experience in the company.

Lunch was followed by a further two strands on ‘women and art’ and ‘women and markets’. For the former Laura Gray examined ‘the changing artistic and cultural contexts of the female potter, 1900-2000’, followed by Sally Hoban’s paper on ‘The Birmingham Municipal School of Art and opportunities for women’s paid work in the late 19th –early 20th century’. “Women and markets” was explored by Linda McGuire’s paper on ‘the activities of businesswomen in the luxury goods market’ in ancient Rome and Louise Hardiman’s on ‘Promoting Russian Peasant art to the Edwardians.” After tea, the day was rounded off by a Women’s history walk around the Cathedral close.  Many thanks to Jane Howells for organising a thoroughly enjoyable day and to Sarum College for their hospitality.
GLAMORGAN STUDY DAY REPORT
The South West and Wales Women’s History Network and the Outcast Europe research project held a study day on Saturday 13 March 2010. This workshop, which was also part of the Glamorgan History Division's War, Violence and Society Seminar Series, focused primarily on women refugee humanitarian activists and relief workers from 1933 to the late forties.

Susan Cohen opened the day with a fascinating paper on Eleanor Rathbone's commitment to the refugee question from 1933 to her death in 1946. She examined how Rathbone and her allies kept up pressure on the Government to aid Jews and political dissidents fleeing persecution in Nazi occupied Europe and to grant them entry into Britain. Overall, although the challenges that Rathbone faced were huge and although her persistence hardly made her popular, Cohen convincingly concluded that Rathbone succeeded in keeping the refugee question on the political agenda. Following her paper, Sharif Gemie presented a brief introduction on UNRRA, exploring the contrast between UNRRA’s claim to be an equal-opportunity employer, its avowed gender equality and the practice in the field. Illustrating this general introduction, Laure Humbert examined Susan Pettiss’ witty account of her experience as an UNRRA worker in post-war Germany and discussed how far her experience lead to a sense of empowerment. Her paper was followed by a analysis of Quaker relief work in post-war Germany. Drawing on contemporary diaries, Fiona Reid investigated the extent to which the Friends’ Relief Service offered a distinct approach to welfare work. Louise Rees concluded the session with a short analysis of Fred Zinnemann’s The Search, a 1948 film featuring UNRRA women working with DP children. 

Those attending this day included academics from the University of Glamorgan, the University of the West of England, the University of Cardiff, the University of Southampton and the University of Wales, Newport.

This study day was a productive exchange. It offered a rich discussion on the invaluable contribution of women volunteers in the field of refugee humanitarianism and pointed the way to future research.
